Special Occasions Permit  &  Party Alcohol Liability (PAL) Insurance: 
 
 
 Patterson Kaye Lodge is an unlicensed venue for wedding receptions.  Two 
requirements are necessary for all parties hosting alcohol at Patterson Kaye.  Persons 
responsible for liquor at the wedding must apply for a Special Occasions Permit at the 
local LCBO (Hwy 118 West, Bracebridge).  There is a minimal fee for a non sale or sale 
permit.  Application for this permit should be made approximately five weeks prior to the 
event.   
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 A Party Alcohol Liability (PAL) insurance may be obtained from any insurance 
broker just prior to the event.  This is a simple one page application with a nominal fee 
for 24 hour coverage.  You must have your Special Occasion Permit with you to obtain 
PAL. 
 
 You may to choose to have an open bar or cash bar.  The party responsible for the 
bar is required to purchase all alcohol, wine, champagne, mix and juices.
